They will gain a deeper understanding of Talladega's past by 
examining stories of the Creek Nation, the Civil War era, Talladega College, 
and the Alabama Institute for the Deaf and Blind. Participants will need to 
bring a laptop or portable device in order to carefully examine and 
participate in engaging activities that will make Talladega's history, culture, 
and adversity come alive.
